Pastor’s Corner —My brothers and sisters in Christ, 
May the Lord continue to bless our families and our parish 
community! 
On this beautiful Sunday, the Church celebrates Divine Mercy 
Sunday, a day that reminds us that God’s love is greater than 
our sins, our doubts, and even our fears. In today’s Gospel, 
we encounter the Risen Jesus appearing to His disciples, 
bringing them peace and showing them His wounds. His first 
words are simple yet powerful: “Peace be with you.” 
The disciples were afraid, hiding behind locked doors, uncer-
tain about the future. Yet Jesus enters into their fear, not 
with judgment, but with mercy. He shows them His 
wounds—not to condemn, but to heal. This is the heart of 
Divine Mercy: Jesus meets us where we are, especially in our 
weakness, and offers us His forgiveness and peace. 
We also see Thomas, who struggles to believe. How often do 
we find ourselves like him—wanting proof, feeling unsure, 
wrestling with doubt? And yet, Jesus does not reject Thomas. 
Instead, He invites him to come closer, to touch His wounds, 
and to believe. In that moment, doubt is transformed into 
one of the most beautiful professions of faith: “My Lord and 
my God!” 
Divine Mercy Sunday is an invitation for each of us. It is an 
invitation to trust more deeply in God’s mercy, to return to 
Him in the Sacrament of Reconciliation, and to open our 
hearts to His healing love. It is also a call to become instru-
ments of mercy for others—through forgiveness, compas-
sion, and acts of kindness. 
As parish communities of St. Joseph and St. Anthony, we are 
called to be witnesses of this mercy in Spokane. In our fami-
lies, in our workplaces, and in our daily encounters, we can 
reflect the face of Christ by choosing love over judgment, 
patience over anger, and hope over despair. 
Let us not be afraid to bring our wounds to Jesus. Let us not 
remain behind closed doors. Instead, let us open our hearts 
to His mercy and allow His peace to transform us. 
May we, like Thomas, come to recognize Jesus more deeply 
and proclaim with faith: “My Lord and my God!” 
May God bless our Parish! May the Lord continue to provide 
us with deeper faith and love in the Eucharist!
